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If there is a song that would be the antithesis of everything the NT describes as life in 
the new age, it would be “I did it my way”. When you look at how life in the new age 
is lived, one thing that becomes very clear – our life is not our own. In the New 
Covenant the very strong teaching is that everything we have is on loan from God. We 
are “stewards” of God’s resources, and it is of great interest to Him how those 
resources are used. This one great truth shapes the way in which we approach life, 
decisions, our future; in fact it affects everything.  So what exactly does it mean to be 
“a steward of the kingdom”. That is what will dive into this week. Be ready to rethink 
how you live life.
