June 18-24 will put a lot to the test.  Not just tire pressures and tired muscles, but the 
very heart of our mission and commission as a church. 
 
God has clearly been putting some great things in DEC’s path, and challenging each 
of us to pick up our end of the plowshare and help toil in His field.  With much of our 
focus the attention seemingly being captured with issues related to money, a new 
building, and money for a new building, we need to really focus upon what it is God 
calls us to do, and the heart with which he equips us to accomplish it. 
 
In past years, DEC’s annual bike ride proceeds went to help those serving in mission 
fields overseas, as well as close to home.

God has already greatly blessed this effort through our body.  A member has 
pledged a challenge to our body, and will match the total amount given up to 
$50,000.00.  Not yet a wheel turned nor a gear shifted, and God has shown His 
providing hand by way of up to half of our goal being already met. 
 
As we look to this effort, and our future, it is important to remember a few things.  
First, and foremost, the price for our salvation has been paid in full.  Second, this 
“Freedom Ride” is not as much about reducing any “debt”, but the building of a 
better foundation for those who will eventually come to DEC, and those who will 
eventually take over stewardship roles.  Finally, this ride is also an 
acknowledgement that our building is a mission, not unlike any other around the 
world where the commission to bring the Gospel to others is imparted.  As the 
current caretakers of this vineyard, and recipients of His grace, we owe it to our 
prosperity to allow them to realize the great debt that was paid for them, without 
saddling them with the worry of a greater debt around them.

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This Easter 25 Senior High students took a step of faith and fast for spiritual renewal for the first time.  Students 
began their fast on the day that Christ suffered on the cross, and ended their fast in celebration Easter morning 
in remembrance of Christ’s resurrection.
