Update from the Haranja Project, Kenya

Last year the members of DEC and the children who participated in VBS raised
a generous sum in support of the Haranja project in Kenya. Since we are anticipating
another fun-filled VBS next month, it seemed appropriate to look back and see how
we have been able to bless God’s Kingdom in the recent past.

DEC member Amber Sourisak recently visited Kenya and brought back pictures of the work in progress there by
Joel Haranja to create a rescue mission for Kenyan orphans. The current plan was to open the home this July. The
Haranja project will house 15 babies with 3 widows to care for them, a cook and a housekeeper. These 15 babies will
grow up in this home, go to the local Little Lambs preschool/daycare (our most recent Children's Offering went to them)
and finally on to public school. The hope is to raise and teach these children until they are old enough to become staff
in the home thus allowing the staff to rescue another 15 babies. DEC members Rick and Phyllis LaBranche have spent
the last year in Africa and visited the mission with Amber this past spring.

Note
the toy “cars"
they have made
for themselves.

Interior walls are coated with a kind o f cement
and later will be primed and painted white.

Moving to a new land...
An interview with Bob Barber
(Part 1 of 2)

While you've become a more recognizable figure at D
your role in the process of procurement and develop
new facility for those who may be less familiar?

Bob Barber : Initially my role was to work with the information achieved by the previous
needs committee led by Curt Mortenson, who we all owe a great deal of gratitude for his
efforts, and incorporate those recommendations in our search for a potential new property
for DEC. Since beginning this work on behalf of the body, | have worked with the various
parties for all four of the properties that were presented to DEC for consideration. After
innumerable hours of looking at plot plans, walking properties and working with surveyors,
we found that of the options, the one at Garrish Brook Farms was ideal for our planned
needs, while allowing for future growth.

| have been asked to lead the efforts to develop the various infrastructures from within the
church body to move the purchase and development processes forward. We will be
establishing various committees to focus upon each of the important issues that we will be
dealing with as we look forward to this opportunity God has placed before us. Finance,
oversight, property and possible rental management as well as property development and,
in the future, building design and construction will all be governed by committees drawn
from DEC membership. Because of the complexities involved, the decision was taken to
provide oversight bodies to specific issues and hopefully avoid burning people out through
narrowing individual committee responsibilities where we could. The Board of Elders has
asked and tasked me with acting as “project manager”, if you will, overseeing the various
committees efforts and to provide reports to the Board and the body.

On July 12 " the membership body of DEC authorized the Board o
proceed with the land at Garrish Brook. What has b
weeks and when is the church expected to take forma | possession of the property?

Bob: What's been going on...a lot. We have been working with three different financial
institutions in search of the best opportunity for DEC. Good stewardship of the resources
entrusted to DEC is paramount in all that we are trying to do. We do have proposals back
from those institutions and are in the process of reviewing them to see what best meets the
vision and goals of DEC, and best honors those who have, or will, pledge their resources to
support these efforts. Similarly, we have met with our insurance agent to work out the best
structure to provide coverage for all, present and soon to be, DEC property.

As for possession of the property, as stated at the special meeting, we expect DEC will take
possession of the property within the first two weeks of September. No closing date has yet
been set.

Bob: The interview process began on July 27" between myself, members of DEC
administration and the Board of Elders with individuals who were seen as gifted by God to
provide key leadership and skills to our efforts.
